and hire the right candidate to fill the position as well as Admin Assistant 1 position that was transfered from Fallon
to Elko due to an internal promotion.

Program Highlight/Difficulties and Summary

Program Difficulties:

Working within the finalized legislative approved biennium budget, as are all regional centers, Rural Regional Center is able to maintain the current services that were previously
contracted unfortunately those who are wait-listed, some who are have been on the wait-list up-words of two years, minimal services are able to be offered services at this time. In
some extreme circumstance if services have been vacated by another individual the Rural Regional Center is able to offer services in cases of emergency. Rural Regional Center will
continue to review services offered with individuals and families, maintain wait-list and offer services when funding becomes available. Rural Regional Center continues to accept and
review new applications for individuals for eligibility however are reaching capacity for TCM and will start maintaining a TCM wait-list in the near future.

Program Changes and/or Successes:

Rural Regional Center was able to shift case loads to reduce long travel down south creating accessible services for
individuals served and less travel time for SC providing the support. RRC continues to work with community agencies to
identify supports for individuals with intellectual and developmental disabilities that provide support in the Rural Regional area.
